Three Revolutionary Tools To Discover Your Strengths

1. The first revolutionary tool to understanding how to distinguish your natural talents from things you can learn.
A. We have defined strength as consistent near perfect performance in an activity.

*Talents are your naturally recurring patterns of thought, feeling, or behavior. 
*Knowledge consists of the facts and lessons learned.
*Skills are the steps of an activity.

These three-talents, knowledge, and skills-combine to create your strengths.

2. The second revolutionary tool is a system to identify your dominant traits.
A. There is one sure way to identify your greatest potential for strength: Step back and watch yourself for a while.

3. The third revolutionary tool is a common language to describe your talents.
A. We need a language to help explain the strengths we see in ourselves and others. This language must be precise; it must be able to describe the subtle ways in which one person differs from another. It must be positive; it must help us explain strength, not frailty.

Once strengths are combined they make a vital force in ministry, and in the life of the local church.

*Clearly, to develop your strengths it is your responsibility to keep alert for visible opportunities of growth and then incorporate them into your performance.
